Beat – The steady pulse of a piece of music.

Melody – The main theme or tune of a song.

Form - the overall structure or plan of a piece of music.

Timbre – also known as tone quality, is the quality of a musical note, sound, or tone that distinguishes different types of sound production.
Pitch – In music the pitch of a note means how high or low a note is.
· Sharp – up to one half step higher than the original pitch.
· Flat – up to one half step lower than the original pitch.
Composer – A person who writes (composes) music

Conductor – A person who leads a group of musicians determining the best way to interpret a piece of music, then keeping the musicians together in performance.

Popular music – Music people listen to for entertainment.
Traditional music – Music coming from certain areas or the national music of any particular country.  (Folk or world music)

Acoustics – The science of sound and how it behaves.

Vocal Cords – The thin, delicate layers of tissue that vibrate when air passes over them, thus producing sound.
